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Scholarship Program Policies and Procedures

The Texas State Association of Plumbing Inspectors Scholarship Program was established to provide educational scholarships to financially/scholastically deserving individuals in Texas desiring to attend accredited colleges or trade schools.

Our program’s purpose is to address Texas economic development and future workforce needs in the plumbing industry by providing educational components that will contribute to a higher productivity and quality of life.

Scholarships are made available to individuals who wish to continue their studies at an accredited college or trade school in Texas.  The Texas State Association of Plumbing Inspectors, Inc. is committed to helping people in our community become more employable and productive through education.  

Scholarships will be granted based on academic qualifications, need and motivation based upon the application.    

The eligibility standards for graduating High School students wishing scholarship consideration are:

1. A 90% attendance rate

2. High School transcript

3. SAT/ACT scores

4. Students must be planning to attend an approved and accredited trade school or college in Texas

5. Scholarship application form must be completed in its entirety and submitted by deadline.

6. Student must provide two letters of recommendation from teachers…of particular interest will be achievement and behavior profiles.

7. Federal tax return for previous year showing annual household income or current copy of student’s FAFSA (If student is a dependent provide parent or guardian and student income tax return)
8. Applicant must show proof of residency in Texas.  

9. The scholarship committee shall have complete discretion.

The eligibility standards for other individuals wishing to continue their education with assistance from the Texas State Association of Plumbing Inspectors, Inc. are:  

1. High School or college transcripts

2. SAT/ACT scores

3. Students must be planning to attend an approved and accredited trade school or college in Texas

4. Scholarship application form must be completed in its entirety and submitted by deadline.

5. Student must provide two letters of recommendation from persons outside of immediate family…of particular interest will be achievement and behavior profiles.

6. Federal tax return for previous year showing annual household income or current copy of student’s FAFSA(If student is a dependent provide parent or guardian and student income tax return) 
7. Applicant must show proof of residency in Texas.  

8. The scholarship committee shall have complete discretion.

The Texas State Association of Plumbing Inspectors, Inc. does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national origin, sex, religion, age, disability, veteran status or any other criterion made unlawful under applicable state or federal law.  Additionally, the employment status of any prospective recipient will not be considered relevant criteria in the selection process.  If the applicant is a family member or relative of a member of the scholarship selection committee, the member shall not take part in the selection of the scholarship recipient. 

There are two scholarships available with an annual award amount of up to $1000 per scholarship.  

If the applicant is awarded a scholarship, said person will be notified and arrangements made to pay the award directly to the educational institution named on the scholarship application.  Any student having been awarded a scholarship understands and agrees that submission of the application constitutes a binding agreement that he/she agrees to pay back to the Texas State Association of Plumbing Inspectors the full amount of the award if the student fails to complete the semester or course, if trade school is the source of tuition being paid.  
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
